What does it cost?

Player fees are $280. For Colts, fulltime students and
concession players the fee is $160. On FULL payment of
subs you receive a Club “smocktop” jacket.

The fees are the cheapest in Melbourne, and cover the costs
of match fees, coaching, skills and fitness training, insurance,
clean jerseys for each game, ARU registration, ground and
clubhouse costs, and discounts for gear.
